JBLN IMPORTANT INFORMATION

(PLEASE READ BEFORE COMPLETING FORM)

The Junior Baseball League of Nassau (JBLN) has grown significantly over the past few years and, in light of this; the Board has looked into providing insurance coverage for all registered players while they are participating in events or tournaments sponsored by the League.

The JBLN has made arrangements with an insurance provider in The Bahamas to provide medical insurance coverage to all players that sign up for the 2009 Season at a minimal cost to the players and their parents.  The medical coverage is mandatory and will cover any injury sustained while participating in a JBLN sponsored event.  The cost will be thirty-five dollars ($35.00) for each player.

The League’s registration fee itself has not changed but in an effort to protect ALL players participating in the League, the total payable to the League upon registration will be two hundred and ten dollars ($210 = $175 + $35 for insurance).  Please keep in mind that there is the strong possibility that in order for a player to play little league games/tournaments in other countries around the world, you may have to show proof of medical coverage.

You must determine if your child wants to participate in the JBLN for the upcoming 2008 Season as the medical coverage amount of $35 IS NON REFUNDABLE and only provides medical coverage for participation in JBLN sponsored events.

An 11 year old male player, who upon League evaluation, may remain in the Minors, to improve his skills.

LITTLE LEAGUE - MAJOR LEAGUE - Players cannot be 13 Years Old before January 1, 2009.
EXCEPTIONS - Girls Play Down one year (13)
 
A 13 year old male player, who upon League evaluation, may remain in Majors, to improve his skills

JUNIOR LEAGUE - Players cannot be 17 Years Old before January 1, 2009.

EXCEPTIONS - Girls Play Down one year (17)

Players who will turn 16 before May 1, 2009 are ineligible to pitch
SENIOR LEAGUE - Players cannot be 21 Years Old before January 1, 2009
